Living Room
13' 2" x 19' 0" (4.01m x 5.79m)
This is a bright reception room with a large bay-style
windows. The room is laid with wood flooring and features
a log-burning stove set within a fireplace surround. The
space is well proportioned to accommodate multiple
seating areas and benefits from a neutral décor, making it
adaptable for various furnishings and uses.
Kitchen
10' 1" x 12' 7" (3.07m x 3.83m)
The kitchen is fitted with a range of white gloss units and
contrasting wood-effect worktops, incorporating an inset
sink beneath a wide window overlooking the garden.
Integrated appliances include a gas hob with extractor
hood above, alongside space and plumbing for further
white goods. The room is laid with tiled flooring and has
ceiling spotlights for even lighting. There is space for a
small dining table and chairs, with double doors opening
directly to the conservatory and garden beyond.

Conservatory
7' 4" x 12' 4" (2.24m x 3.76m)
The conservatory is set to the rear of the property and
provides direct access to the garden through double
doors. Surrounded by full-height glazing, it enjoys views
across the garden and allows for plenty of natural light.
The room is finished with tiled flooring, making it practical
as an additional sitting or dining area.

Garage
9' 1" x 10' 2" (2.77m x 3.10m)



Bedroom One
9' 9" x 14' 4" (2.97m x 4.37m)
This bedroom includes an En-suite and has direct access
to the garden through glazed double doors with an
additional side window, providing good natural light. The
room is finished with a neutral décor and laminate
flooring, with space for standard bedroom furnishings.
Bedroom Two
9' 11" x 11' 4" (3.02m x 3.45m)
This bedroom features a wide window that provides good
natural light and views over the surrounding area. The
room is neutrally decorated with painted walls and wood
flooring, and it offers space for a double bed along with
additional furniture such as wardrobes or a chest of
drawers.

Bedroom Three
9' 4" x 11' 7" (2.84m x 3.53m)
This bedroom is currently used as a spare reception room.
The space includes a window and glazed doors opening
directly to the garden, which bring in natural light and
provide outside access. With neutral décor and wood-
effect flooring.

Study
This room is currently arranged as a study and reading
area, with fitted shelving providing full-height storage for
books. A space for a desk is positioned to one side, making
it suitable for use as a home office or hobby space. The
room has a laminate floor, neutral décor, and a window
that brings in natural light.

Bathroom
The bathroom is fitted with a white suite comprising a
panelled bath with shower screen, a vanity unit with inset
wash basin, and a concealed cistern WC. Walls are fully
tiled, and a frosted window provides natural light while
maintaining privacy. Built-in storage is included, offering
practical space for towels and toiletries.
